Welcome to the Automotive Program at the Tech Center.  This letter will serve as an introduction to my automotive technology class; you will receive the Tech Center Student Handbook, the Code of Conduct, the Safety Manual, the Automotive Technology Packet, and other materials your first week of school.

Our Tech Center Automotive Program strives to prepare students to make decisions about career choices in the transportation field.  Through authentic, trade related assignments students learn the systems of an automobile and identify problems as well as possible solutions while improving their motor and critical thinking skills. 

My automotive technology program involves hands on lab/shop work in a state of the art automotive shop.  Students will be instructed in the proper use of diagnostic tools as well as maintenance and repair procedures on our shop cars. The portfolio, a binder which is kept at school, serves as a tool to assess student knowledge and achievement and

is part of each student’s grade. Teacher directed assignments will demonstrate research, automotive, technical and written skills.  

Students in the program will need strong communication as well as problem solving skills.  Solid reading comprehension, math computation, and computer application skills are needed to understand automotive manuals as well as computer information applications.  Academic teachers will work as members of the automotive team to help all students fulfill the necessary requirements to succeed in this program.
